A non-profit organization designed to assist the low and moderate-income individuals/families in Eaton County with housing 
needs. The goal of HSEC is to improve the quantity and quality of decent, safe, and affordable housing and to reduce the number 
of homeless individuals and families in Eaton County.

Services: 

Homeless Assistance Program – Case management and assistance with locating affordable housing and referrals to other 
agencies and support services. Possible financial assistance with a portion of first months rent may be provided with all 
efforts aimed at securing safe and affordable housing. 

Homeless Prevention Program - Case management for individuals and families facing court ordered evictions,             
foreclosures, including back taxes, with referrals to additional agencies and support services.  All efforts aimed at     
preventing an eviction by providing financial payments as necessary and available. 

Foreclosure Prevention Counseling– Provide counseling  for those facing a foreclosure. Provides advocacy with mortgage 
companies to come up with options for those who have fallen behind on payments. 

Mainstream Section 8 Voucher Program - A monthly rental subsidy program for adults with a verifiable disability       
including case management/coordination. There is currently a waiting list to enroll in this program. 

Down Payment Assistance Program (IDA) - Case management and assistance for mortgage down payment assistance.  
Minimum 6-month commitment to save $20.00+ per month is required.  Includes 3 to 1 matching funds for the down 
payment or closing costs. 

Supportive Housing Program (REACH) - A rental subsidy program designed to assist mentally ill homeless individuals 
with housing stability including case management/coordination.  

Housing & Employment Guides – A listing of known available rental units and jobs in the Eaton County area, updated 
every Tuesday. 

MSHDA HomeLINKS Educational Services – Pre-Homeownership classes, group and individual financial resource   
management, credit repair, foreclosure prevention, predatory lending, and home maintenance. 

Landlord/Tenant Issues - Information and advocacy to aid resolution of landlord/tenant issues. 

Extended Services Program – Previously homeless cases who have secured housing receive 6 months of follow-up      
services to promote housing stability. 

Prisoner Re-entry Program (MPRI) – Special transitional housing for parolees who qualify for MPRI – must be placed 
by the parole office.

If 
client chooses to have the payment vendored, and provider agrees and supplies necessary information, DHS will send the      
housing payment directly to the person who provides shelter. The shelter payment is deducted from monthly FIP grant and paid 
directly to provider. Heat/electric vendoring also available  The client may request termination of vendor payments at any time.

Home Rehabilitation/Repair:  A Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) Home Rehabilitation Loan is a deferred loan 
and has no interest or monthly payments, and repayment is not required while the borrower continues to own and occupy the 
property as their primary residence.  When the borrower sells the home or no longer uses the dwelling as their primary          
residence, or refinances the first mortgage and takes case out of the new loan proceeds, the loan must be repaid in full to Eaton 
County.  The max CDBG loan is $35,000 and a mortgage lien will be filed against the borrower’s property for the amount of the 
loan.  Home improvements that are eligible include:  basement, foundation, or structural repair; electrical and plumbing repair; 
floor covering replacement; furnace repair or replacement; insulation and energy efficiency improvements including new doors, 
windows and siding; bathroom and kitchen cabinets replacement; paining; roof repair or replacement; wall and ceiling repair; 
well and septic system repair or replacement.  All work must be completed by a licensed contractor and must meet minimum 
“Housing Quality Standards”  and “Rehabilitation Standards” as set by HUD and MSHDA.   
Eligibility:   based on household size and income.  All income from adults residing in the home will be considered.  Proof that 
the owner has lived in the home at least 1 year and that all property taxes are paid up to date will be required.  Homeowner’s 
insurance must be current and continuous on home until mortgage is paid in full.   
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Emergency Home Repair Loans:   A Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) Emergency Loan may only be used for 
repairing an emergency which is dangerous to the occupant’s health or safety and must be repaid to the County when the     
property is sold.  A mortgage lien will be filed against the property for the amount of the loan.  Emergency loan applicants must 
also file for State Emergency Relief with the Eaton County Department of Human Services.  The completed project must meet 
“Housing Quality Standards” and “Rehabilitation Standards” as established by HUD and MSHDA.                                         
Eligibility:   Eaton County homeowners with an emergency repair that is dangerous to the occupant’s health or safety.  Must 
meet income guidelines and have property taxes paid to date.  Proof of ownership and paid homeowner’s insurance policy will 
be required.  Applicants must apply for a State Emergency Relief Grant (SER) from the Department of Human Services first 
before applying for these funds. Must be up to date on mortgage payments.  The repairs must improve the safety and fuel effi-
ciency of the home.
